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JAIVAM 2018
 

7 DAYS SPECIAL CAMP

Jaivam 2018 is  an initiative by Kannur  University  in  association with MG
University  and IUCOFSA.  It  is  a  public  education programme on organic
means of living and chemical-free farm practices covering each household in
Dharmadam Panchayath. It’s aim was to make Dharmadam panchayath as
Organic Farming Literate Panchayath.  

In the 2017 special camp, we had successfully completed the ‘Jaivam 2017’
project  of  Inter  University  Centre  for  Organic  Farming  and  Sustainable
Agriculture (IUCOFSA) and MG University at Pinarayi Panchayath. Jaivam
2018  is  a  continuation  camp  of  Jaivam  2017.  In  Jaivam  2018,  Kannur
University  club the ‘Clean village Green Village’ project of Suchitwa Kerala
Mission with Jaivam Project.

The  Jaivam  2018  camp  was  organized  at  Kannur  University  Palayad
Campus from 23rd December 2018 to 29th December 2018. It was a joined
venture of three colleges (4 NSS Units) : Chinmaya Arts and Science College
for Women ( 1 Unit), MG College Chendayad (1 Unit) and  Govt. Brennan
College (2 Units).
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The  aim  of  the  camp  was  the  public  education  in  all  the  18  wards  of
Dharmadam Panchayath. Each house visit  includes an awareness talk on
organic  farming,  source  waste  disposal,  and  water  preservation,  survey,
distributing  Jaivam handbook, understanding the problems they face in their
farming, providing solutions etc.

Being a camp with 200 volunteers, it required a good planning. An organizing
committee was formed with NSS Programme Coordinator Sri. Padmanabhan
Kavumbayi as the Convener and Panchayath President Ms. Baby Sarojam
as the Chairperson. 

The volunteers  of  each college  was divided  into  groups of  two  students.
From the second day to the 5th day, each unit visited 1 ward, thus covered 16
wards. On the 6th day, two units of Brennen College engaged in cleaning near
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by areas, and Campus to Chirakkuni road, Chinmaya and  MG Chendayad
visited one ward each, thus covered all the 18 wards.

Day 1 : 23rd December 

The volunteers after getting them selves registered at 1 pm, cleaned their
alloted rooms and lined up in the camping dress code (White Jaivam T- Shirt
and Jaivam cap bearing ‘Jaivam’ logo) for the declaration procession in at 4
pm   in  front  of  the  camping  site  at  University  Campus  Palayad.  The
procession was leaded by NSS Programme Co-ordinator Sri.

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Day 2 : 24th December

The second day was started with physical exercise. Then the NSS flag was
hoisted  by  NSS  Programme  Coordinator  Sri.  Padmanabhan  Kavumbayi.
Before leaving to the ward, an assembly was conducted, in which NSS song,
Message and report of the previous day, were presented. Also all colleges
published the camp paper. All students were distributed sufficient number of
survey forms and Jaivam reference book. 
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Each unit  were allotted a  ward for the house visit, and our college visited
the 2nd  ward  -  Melur Kizhakku. Each group was given with a list  of  25
houses and the students were directed to visit only those houses by the ward
member Mr. Moorkkoth Sukumaran. This was very helpful for the volunteers
to  complete  their  task.  Our  target  was  527  houses  and  the  volunteers
completed 488.

Our  target  was  350  houses  and  the  students  could  complete  332
houses.  The cultural programmes at night was really a competition among
the volunteers and this made all the programs more perfect.
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Day 5: 27th December

Our  volunteers  visited  ward  13,  Chathodam.  Ward  member  Ms.  Sheeja
directed the volunteers to the houses by sending Kudumbasree members
along with them. This helped the volunteers to complete their  task easily.
They could complete 493 houses out of 521.  After finishing the assigned
task, the volunteers visited the near by beach.

Day 6 : 28h December 

Visited Ward 18, Adivayal. Ward Member Mr. E M Janardanan directed the
volunteers  to  visit  423  houses  out  of  450.
